Candidates, who have a ID card in Greek (Greece & Cyprus), will find their Group according to the first letter of their family name in Greek. In case they do not have a ID card in Greek, according to the first letter of their family name in English, as depicted in their Passport. 

THE EXAMINATION STARTS EVERYDAY AT 08:00 and ends at 16:00.

ATTENTION: Each day, Candidates shall enter the examination room in   alphabetical order.CANDIDATES SHALL WEAR MASKS AND GLOVES DURING THEIR ENTIRE STAYING IN SPOA PREMISES.
As an additional measure to ensure that public health is protected, candidates must display a negative molecular test (PCR) for COVID19, performed by taking an oropharyngeal or nasopharyngeal smear, conducted up to 72 hours before their first actual examination. The test must originate from a Hospital, or Official Reference Laboratory. Additionally, a temperature measurement of the candidates will take place as well.

Demonstration of the computer application of the exams will be carried out , once only, at 07:45 for the first subgroup (STARTS EXAMS AT 08:00) and 11:45 for the second subgroup (STARTS EXAMS AT 12:00), to candidates that participate in the exams for the first time.
          The brake, between any two subjects’ examination, should never exceed 5min.

4. Candidates will be given multiple choice tests via the computerized system and it is imperative to have Identification Card or Passport with them, as well as aeronautical manual computer (e.g. CRP-5), non programmable calculator without alphanumeric characters, pencil, eraser and plotting instruments (protractor, compass etc), given that the abovementioned instruments do not have any formulas printed on.
