2. Candidates for Initial examination must submit:

α) application, with provisioned attachments, for participation in the examination, at the Secretariat of Flight Standards Division (D2) and
β) Declaration of Participation at HCAA School(SPOA).

3.  Candidates who come to SPOA for second time etc, submit ONLY Declaration of Participation at SPOA.

Examinees will be given multiple choice tests via the computerized system and it is imperative to have Identification Card or Passport with them, as well as aeronautical manual computer (e.g. CRP-5), non programmable calculator without alphanumeric characters, and plotting instruments (protractor, compass etc), given that the abovementioned instruments do not have any formulas printed on.
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
