1. We announce a theoretical knowledge examination (initial and re-examination) for ATPL, CPL and IR according to Part FCL. 
2. Candidates for Initial examination must submit:

α) application, with provisioned attachments, for participation in the examination, at the Secretariat of Flight Standards Division (D2) and
β) Declaration of Participation at HCAA School(SPOA).

3.  Candidates who come to SPOA for second time etc, submit ONLY Declaration of Participation at SPOA.

C GROUP: Candidates whose family name starts with K,L,M,N, O,P,Q,R,S,T,U,V,W,X,Y,Z  in English or starts with Ν,Ξ,Ο,Π,Ρ,Σ,Τ,Υ,Φ,Χ,Ψ,Ω in Greek.

ATTENTION: Priority tickets will be available to candidates until 08:00.
Demonstration of the computer application of the exams will be carried out , once only, at 07:45, to candidates that participate in the exams for the first time. 
         The brake, between any two subjects’ examination, should never exceed 5min.

4. Examinees will be given multiple choice tests via the computerized system and it is imperative to have Identification Card or Passport with them, as well as aeronautical manual computer (e.g. CRP-5), non programmable calculator without alphanumeric characters, and plotting instruments (protractor, compass etc), given that the abovementioned instruments do not have any formulas printed on.

5. En updated version of EASA Question Bank will be used, which requires Jeppesen General Student Pilot Route Manual (GSPRM) 2017. It is recommended for the candidate to bring his own GSPRM 2017 in the examination room, but only in exceptional cases of imperative need, the candidate will be allowed to use material from it. In such a case, said material will be checked twice, before and after use, because any handwriting on GSPRM 2017 is strictly forbidden. Moreover, any attachments that might need drawing lines on them shall be available to candidates in hardcopy as well.
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
