1. We announce a theoretical knowledge examination (initial and re-examination) for ATPL,PPL, CPL and IR according to Part FCL. 
2. Candidates for Initial examination must submit:

α) application, with provisioned attachments, for participation in the examination, at Flight Standards Division (D2) and
β) Declaration of Participation at HCAA School(SPOA) that includes mobile phone number and e-mail address of EACH Candidate as well as the number of subjects he/she takes per day.

3.  Candidates who come to SPOA for second time etc, submit ONLY Declaration of Participation at SPOA.

DECLARATIONS OF PARTICIPATION AT SPOA are submitted ONLY by e-mail at spoae_exams@hcaa.gr . 



Declarations of Participation should have been submitted until  October 9, 2021,   23:59 local time in Greece, for ATPL, CPL & IR  and PPL.

FOR RE-EXAMINATIONS A RE-EXAMINATION FEE OF 15 euro per failed subject is needed to be submitted at SPOA. The re-examination fee document (“paravolo” in Greek) shall be attached to the Declaration of Participation, as a PDF file. On said document shall be depicted explicitly, in handwriting, the subjects it refers to.
No re-examination fee document shall be accepted in hard copy.

No re-examination fee document shall be accepted in person in SPOA premises.

ATPL, CPL & IR STUDENTS WILL BE ALLOCATED BY SPOA IN 3 GROUPS G1, G2 & G3,  in alphabetical order, according to the initial letter of their family name.

In each examination day ONE Group shall take exams. The candidates shall arrive at SPOA at 07:20.

THE EXAMINATION STARTS EVERYDAY AT 07:30 and ends at 15:30.

ATTENTION: CANDIDATES MUST WEAR MASKS AND GLOVES DURING THEIR ENTIRE STAYING IN SPOA PREMISES.
As an additional measure to ensure that public health is protected, before entering the building, candidates must display a negative molecular test (PCR) for COVID-19, performed by taking an oropharyngeal or nasopharyngeal smear, conducted up to 72 hours before their first actual examination, OR Rapid Test, conducted up to 24 hours before their first actual examination. The tests must originate from a Hospital, or Official Reference Laboratory. Free Rapid Tests might be available, by Mobile Units of the National Public Health Organization, at particular locations (check at  https://eody.gov.gr/komy-testing-eody/). In any case, candidates must hold in their hands solid evidence that they have been tested for COVID-19.   Additionally, a temperature measurement of the candidates will take place as well, before entering the building. Candidates suspected for fever will be banned from taking exams. Students vaccinated are NOT obliged to have been tested for COVID-19, after the 14th day of their second vaccination.
Demonstration of the computer application of the exams is available in our web site, as a PowerPoint Presentation. New candidates are assumed that they have watched the DEMO.
The break time, between any two subjects’ examination, should never exceed 5min.

4. Candidates will be given multiple choice tests via the computerized system and it is imperative to have Identification Card or Passport with them, as well as aeronautical manual computer (e.g. CRP-5), non programmable calculator without alphanumeric characters, pencil, eraser and plotting instruments (protractor, compass etc), given that the abovementioned instruments do not have any formulas printed on. Candidates taking PPL-Navigation should have their own charts during the examination.
