A brief description of the equipment and its characteristics that is provided at 
aerodromes Approved, in accordance with ICAO criteria, for Category Il and III operations, eg approach lighting, runway and taxiway marking and lighting holding positions and indicators, RVR assessment systems, types/categories of ILS installations. A statement of the minimum facilities acceptable for Category II and III operations.


A statement of the functions and principles of obstacle clearance criteria, obstacle 
free zones, precision approach terrain charts, sensitive areas.

A general description of air traffic control and ground movement control procedures and, in particular, aerodrome low visibility procedures intended to protect the ILS signal in space from interference and the runway in use from inadvertent intrusions.
